The patient is here with cough and congestion for the past two days. He states he has been congested with allergies, looks like it has now gone into his throat with some cough and bronchitis.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Gets complete physical with lab and EKG at work; works as an EMT at a plant, last one done three months ago.
SOCIAL HISTORY: As above.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis, sinusitis.

PLAN: The patient was given Rocephin and dexamethasone requested, also Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak, to take DM for cough. Follow up as necessary. Continue to get physicals at work yearly. Suggested consideration of coming back for ultrasounds and a thorough evaluation of general health.
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
