HISTORY: This is a 5-year-old child accompanied by parents here for followup. The parents indicated that the child was seen here on 03/24/2026, was diagnosed with flu B and was sent home with Tamiflu, which mother stated she is giving the patient, but came back because she stated the patient’s cough is getting worse. She states cough sounds rattling and is keeping him up at night. She also indicated that child has decreased appetite.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Denies vomiting. Denies diarrhea. Endorses runny nose. She stated discharge is clear.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child is alert and interactive, not very playful, he wants to be held.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 100% at room air.

Blood pressure is 111/71.

Pulse is 118.

Respirations are 14.

Temperature is 98.9.
HEENT: Normal.

NOSE: Congested, clear discharge, erythematous and edematous turbinates.

EARS: Right Ear: There is erythematous TM. There is fluid behind the TM, appears purulent. No tragal tug. No mastoid tenderness.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Nontender. No organomegaly. No rebound.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute bronchitis.

2. Acute cough.

3. Decreased appetite.

4. Otitis media.

PLAN: Today, the patient was sent home with following medications:
1. Zithromax 200 mg/5 mL two teaspoons p.o. now, then in 24 hours one teaspoon daily until gone #30 mL.

2. Bromfed DM 2/10/30/5 mL, take 5 mL p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #100 mL, no refills.
The patient was checked for RSV today and RSV is negative. Mother was advised to make sure she give the patient’s medication exactly as prescribed and finish the medication.
She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
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
