He states he will be gone for about 10 days or so and would like to have medication to cover him for this period just in the event he has a new outbreak.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports ankle pain. He was also seen for this pain recently and was given a consultation for MRI of his ankle. He states he is going to do it when he gets back from his cruise.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 138/100.
Pulse 103.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.6.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No visible peristalsis. No guarding.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities with some antalgic gait right ankle.
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PLAN: The patient was sent home with:

1. Scopolamine transdermal patch 1 mg, He will use one patch q.3 days.

2. Tylenol Extra Strength one p.o. q.i.d. p.r.n. for pain.

3. Amoxicillin 875 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 14 days #28.

The patient indicated that when he sails in a boat he gets seasick, so he was given scopolamine to help.
