Mr. Starghell was seen for face-to-face evaluation today. The patient’s face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient currently is in his seventh benefit period extending from 01/19/2026 to 03/19/2026.
This is a 51-year-old gentleman who is currently on hospice with history of COPD. The patient is hypoxic on room air; he requires 2 liters of oxygen at all times. He has an extensive history of tobacco abuse in the past. In the past four weeks, he has lost more weight. He is cachectic. His oral intake has been down 20 to 30%. He is dyspneic at rest. He is dyspneic at all times. He has fatigue, which is much worse. His MAC has dropped down to 27 cm with protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient required his oxygen at all times once again and a DuoNeb nebulizer at least four to six times a day. His appetite is down because of his severe weakness and shortness of breath. He is ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient’s weight loss, cachexia, fatigue, shortness of breath, air hunger, increased need for oxygen, increased need for neb treatments are all consistent with end-stage COPD. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live and remains hospice appropriate.
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
