Jason is in the seventh benefit period extending from 01/31/2026 to 03/31/2026. The patient was seen for face-to-face evaluation, which will be shared with the hospice medical director.
This is a 62-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of lung cancer. He also suffers from positive HIV, weight loss, weakness severe, weight loss unavoidable, protein-calorie malnutrition, neuropathy, and history of diverticulosis. He has lost about 5 pounds in the past four weeks per caretaker. His MAC is now down to 20 cm. He is sleeping 12 to 14 hours a day. PPS still remains at 40%. He is much weaker than before. He is still maintaining the O2 of 92% on room air today. His blood pressure is 170/68, he states because of his pain. He has pain medication available, which he has not taken yet. The patient’s weight loss is unavoidable given his cancer diagnosis. He requires Norco at least three to four times a day for pain. His constipation has been dealt with via stool softener in face of his disease as well as his pain medication. He continues to have swallowing difficulty with dysphagia in which rather have pureed or liquid diet. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. The patient remains hospice appropriate under lung cancer with metastatic disease, weight loss, chronic pain, shortness of breath, protein-calorie malnutrition, and decreased function both cognitively and physically. His prognosis is grave and remains hospice appropriate with less than six months to live with natural progression of the disease as I mentioned.
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
