Mr. Langley was seen for face-to-face evaluation today. Mr. Langley is in his fifth benefit period from 01/27/2026 to 03/27/2026. My plan is to share my findings with the hospice medical director via copy of this face-to-face today.
Mr. Langley is almost a 72-year-old gentleman. His hospice diagnosis is abdominal aortic aneurysm without rupture. He also has muscle weakness, hypertensive heart disease, chronic pain, and insomnia. The patient is losing weight. He is looking forward to his VA interview for his total and complete disability. He is weaker than he was before. He is using a cane for balance. The other day, he stated, he almost fell in the kitchen. He requires help with some ADL. He is looking for a different apartment because of cost issue with the help of our social worker, his sister, who was helping him pay part of the rent, has been diagnosed with frontal lobe dementia and she is not working anymore, so he is looking for a different apartment at this time. His PPS is at 40%. He has a help of a significant other who helps him with his ADL. He has sometimes bouts of bladder incontinence only. He has a history of renal insufficiency. He has decided he is never going to be on hemodialysis. He continues to have pedal edema related to his renal insufficiency and symptoms of BPH. Tramadol is sufficient to control his pain at this time. He is living on “borrowed time” because of the size of his aortic aneurysm. His MAC is down to 19 cm. He is eating about 30% of his meals. The size of his aortic aneurysm, which as last check, was well over 10.5 cm. Overall prognosis remains poor. He has had some abdominal pain, but of course not related to the aneurysm because that will be sudden and a quick death he has been told. He continues to weaken and lose weight and do poorly given his hospice diagnosis and his other comorbidities, most likely has less than six months to live and remains eligible under hospice care at home.
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
