His appetite has been down. He is pretty much wheelchair-bound. He becomes very short of breath with any type of movement. He requires someone to move around. His MAC has dropped from 27 cm to currently at 26 cm as of date of examination. His O2 saturation is at 94% on room air. His blood pressure is 110/80. His family states that his cough increases when he lies down most likely because of aspiration. He definitely has dysphagia. His seizures appeared to be controlled. He has had bouts of forgetfulness may be related to petit mal seizures and/or TIA. His PPS is at 40%. He has urinary incontinence and sometimes fecal incontinence, put him at 6D/6E as far as his FAST score is concerned. He has oxygen available to him. The patient continues to show progressive decline as far as his mental and physical abilities are concerned. Overall prognosis is poor. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live and remains hospice appropriate at this time.
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
