Dear Jon:

This is a followup visit for Mr. Gluch with membranous nephropathy and history of proteinuria.  His last visit was August 25, 2025.  He is feeling well.  He has had no recent proteinuria.  No symptoms of return of the membranous nephropathy, which last was treated with Rituxan and had excellent response when the urine was checked in August 2025 there was no residual protein and still there are no residual protein excretion in the urine.  He is feeling well.  He works fulltime and no current complaints.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  He is on Prozac 20 mg twice a day and clonazepam is 1 mg at bedtime.
Physical Examination:  Weight 224 pounds, pulse 75 and blood pressure is 128/74.  His neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear.  No rales, wheezes or effusion.  Heart is regular.  No murmur, rub or gallop.  No edema.  No mucosal abnormalities.  No skin or joint problems.
Labs:  The most recent lab studies were done 02/20/2026.  Creatinine 0.81, calcium is 9.7, sodium 139, potassium 4.0, carbon dioxide 26, albumin 4.5, phosphorus 3.4, the anti-phospholipase A2 receptor antibodies negative less than 14 and 24-hour urine for protein was done 02/22/26 and that was less than 5.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Membranous nephropathy, currently stable.
2. History of proteinuria, currently negative for protein excretion.  The patient will continue to have labs as well as urine testing for protein every six months and he will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
