Dear Dr. Reichman:

This is a followup for Mr. Pina he goes by Tony with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and proteinuria.  Last visit in September.  On semaglutide slowly losing weight, dose slowly increased.  No gastrointestinal symptoms.  He is now working day times until November.  Mobility restricted because of knee arthritis.  Recent shots on physical therapy.
Review of System:  Otherwise review of systems done.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, early this year started on leflunomide for his psoriasis, which presently is stable without any new rash or joint pain.  I want to highlight the blood pressure Norvasc, HCTZ and losartan.

Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 128/76 on the left-sided.  Obesity 307.  Negative physical exam.

Labs:  Chemistries March, creatinine 1.43 representing a GFR 56 stage III stable overtime.  Labs review.

Assessment and Plan:  Chronic kidney disease stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Blood pressure presently well controlled, tolerating low dose of losartan among others.  Efforts on weight loss with GLP-1 agonist.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No need for binders or EPO treatment.  Come back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
