Dear Mrs. First:

This is a followup for Mr. Baldwin with renal transplant from brother in September apparently 1991 brother at that time was 28 years old, underwent L3-L4 laminectomy at Bay City.  No complications, overnight went home, back to his physical activity.  No therapy needed.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Taking transplant medications.  There is strong family history of coronary artery disease.  He is not having chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea, but given his history he is having a stress testing in the near future.  He does not check blood pressure at home, but in the office it is being okay.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight prednisone, cyclosporine, blood pressure Norvasc, lisinopril, and also beta-blockers.  No recurrence of gout on allopurinol.  Does not use the migraine medications, not needed.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 163 and blood pressure 115/79.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  No murmurs.  No kidney transplant tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries December, creatinine 1.8 baseline representing a GFR 42.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  Renal transplant from brother close to 35 years and chronic kidney disease stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Blood pressure well controlled.  On high-risk medication immunosuppressant, cyclosporine is lower therapeutic, minor elevated potassium as well as metabolic acidosis.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Stable anemia.  No EPO treatment.  No recurrence of gout on allopurinol.  Already on cholesterol treatment.  We are going to update fasting glucose and lipid profile.  He is having stress testing in the near future.  No antiinflammatory agents.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
