Thank you for this referral.

This 51-year-old female comes here for evaluation today. She has been found to have osteoporosis and endocrinology department suggested she gets Reclast that is why she is here.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: She has history of profound intellectual disability. She also has osteoporosis without current pathological fracture. She has localized partial seizure. She also has gastrostomy tube.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is a 51-year-old in a wheelchair called up.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Feeding G-tube.

Extremities: No edema.
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LABS: Her CBC and CMP normal.

DIAGNOSIS: Osteoporosis

RECOMMENDATIONS: We were able to establish a good IV. However, the patient was uncooperative and violently moving pulling her hand and arms around. So she pulled up the IV and we were not able to infuse entire Reclast.

If she can be sedated upon next visit that will help.

We could see her in two to three weeks whenever possible.
