Thank you for this referral.

Leticia was seen on March 24th. She is 49-year-old female who does not smoke or drink. Denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: She says she does not have any symptoms.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient was seen by you recently and she was found to have neutropenia that is the reason for the referral. Her WBC count was 3.2, hemoglobin was 12.1, and platelets were 218.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of gastrointestinal reflux disease and she has been on omeprazole 20 mg. She also is on lovastatin 10 mg for hyperlipidemia. She had GI workup about a year ago both upper GI and colonoscopy according to her it was nondiagnostic. She did not have any surgery.

MENSTRUAL HISTORY: LMP was three weeks ago. She has four children age 9, 14, 25, and 27.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 6 inches tall, weighing 126 pounds, and blood pressure 117/71.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: Her CBC on August 15, 2025, showed WBC of 4.2, hemoglobin 11.7, and her platelets were 223. However, last CBC showed WBC count of 3.2, which was in October.

DIAGNOSIS: Mild neutropenia cause unclear it could have been a viral infection at the time of blood draw. Her another CBC, which was on February 18 showed WBC count of 3.3 so I think that she may have cyclical neutropenia with sometimes shows low WBC count and then becomes normal. At this point, I do not suspect any lymph or myeloproliferative disorder so no further workup might be necessary. A close followup might suffice. I have advised her to have a CBC in a month and forward me a copy and we will go from there. If CBC continues to be abnormal at that point I will consider doing a bone marrow test to make sure she does not have any underlying myeloproliferative disorder.
