The patient is here with history of temperature started last night. Mother states mild vomiting when trying to give her Tylenol; she states last dose a few hours ago. Only episode of vomiting with Tylenol as above.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Negative. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Fever with emesis x 1 with apparent viral gastroenteritis.
PLAN: Treated with some fluids and observation. Mother is nursing, has to limit breast milk if needed, to take other liquid substances like Pedialyte. Temperature precautions. Follow up here with pediatrician as stated if necessary. Flu test was obtained at the request of mother which was negative.
