She wanted to take whenever she feels like one medication one dose I further discussed that these medications she can develop tolerance and the doses are not to high therefore it is not a good idea that she should stop taking the medication and take whenever she feels like as she can see herself the response of the medications which not only improved her motivation she is functioning better taking care of her household activities dropping her kids to school and also off and on she also work once a week for transporting the patient’s to the hospital.
