Dear Tracey:
This is a followup for Mrs. Baker with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit a year ago.  Recently back from Florida good two months.  There has been off and on urinary tract infection although apparently no bacteria isolated or she does not know the name.  Received antibiotics two or three courses.  Eventually she went to urology.  No procedures were done.
Review of System:  I did an extensive review of system, which appears to be negative.  Blood test was done at the time of two-day car trip back to Michigan.  She might not have been drinking too much liquids.
Present Medications:  Crestor and vitamins.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 158 and blood pressure 127/79.  She is alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no abnormalities.  No edema nonfocal.
Labs:  Sodium concentrated 146 and creatinine above baseline 1.22 for a GFR of 46.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Normal liver function test.  Mild degree of anemia.  Cholesterol well controlled.
Assessment and Plan:  Acute kidney injury probably prerenal blood test done around the time of traveling.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Push oral intake and repeat chemistries.  If back to normal, no further workup.  If persisting elevation, we will do s kidney ultrasound postvoid bladder given the recurrent urinary tract infection.  Otherwise come back in a year.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
