Dear Dr. Willie:

This is a followup for Mr. Smith has nonfunctioning kidney on the left-sided.  Has renal artery stenosis, procedure on the right, chronic kidney disease.  Right shoulder surgery done at Midland without complications, completed physical therapy.
Review of System:  Right now extensive review of systems is negative and ultrasound of abdominal aorta no aneurysm.
Present Medications:  Notice the Norvasc, metoprolol, HCTZ and cholesterol treatment.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable and blood pressure by nurse 131/74.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No edema nonfocal.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.27, which is baseline in the good side for a GFR of 59.  No anemia.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need to change diet for potassium.  Normal acid base.  No treatment for high potassium.  All chemistries stable.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Good kidney on the right-sided without obstruction.  Left kidney shows severe atrophy and multiple cortical cysts, also no obstruction and no urinary retention.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
