Dear Dr. Khan:

This is a followup for Mr. Farguharson with chronic kidney disease with biopsy findings for severe arteriolosclerosis tubular atrophy.  Last visit was in October.  There has been abdominal pain comes and goes, not necessarily related to be eating.  States to eating small portions but no weight loss.  No fever.  No vomiting.  No blood or melena.  Good hydration.  Good urine output.  Some fatigue.  EGD colonoscopy in the past has been negative.  There was also decreased hearing left more than right ear.  Removal of debris, imaging show some bone destruction but no purulent material.  Seeing ENT.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight beta-blockers as the only blood pressure treatment, remains on diabetes and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Weight 161 and blood pressure 133/67.  Alert and oriented x4.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No abdominal distention or ascites.  No major tenderness.  No rebound.  No back tenderness nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries March, creatinine 1.7, which is baseline.  Present GFR 40 stage IIIB.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus and stable anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  Biopsy findings of the arteriolosclerosis tubular atrophy.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Present diet potassium is normal.  No bicarbonate replacement.  No phosphorus binders.  Concerned about his persisting abdominal pain although no major physical findings.  The last episode was two days ago Saturday almost went to the emergency room.  He mentioned that this is going on for a number of months.  The prior imaging CT scan of abdomen is like two to three years back at that time no major abnormalities.  There was some degree of infrarenal abdominal aneurysm.  He will discuss with you if you consider pertinent to do further imaging to assess for any potential pathology, mass, lymph nodes or pancreas, etc.  Otherwise coming back here in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
