Dear Dr. Power:

This is a followup for Mr. Richardson with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in October.  No hospital emergency room.
Review of System:  Extensive review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, tolerating chlorthalidone, Jardiance and for depression dose of Wellbutrin was increased.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 238 and blood pressure 129/80.  Alert and oriented x4.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no abnormalities.  Obesity.  No abdominal tenderness.  No gross edema nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries March, creatinine 1.39, which is baseline and present GFR 39 stage IIIB.  Mild anemia.  Normal sodium and upper potassium.  Normal acid base.  Normal albumin.  Minor increase of calcium.  Normal phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  No activity in the urine for glomerulonephritis or vasculitis.  No obstruction or urinary retention.  Blood pressure appears to be well controlled less than 130/80, tolerating Jardiance without infection.  Minor increase of calcium.  Next blood test we will check PTH and vitamin D125.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for EPO treatment.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
