Dear Hwal Lee:
I had the pleasure of seeing William Weidman today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in his care. As you know, he is 65-year-old right-handed Caucasian man who cannot straighten the right hand. He is yelling a lot. He is complaining of pain everywhere. Does not take care of himself. He needs help in feeding. His mobility has decreased. Ultrasound of the right upper extremity done, which ruled out DVD. In the beginning of this month, he was admitted to the Nathan Littauer Hospital and also St. Peter Hospital two times the reason was GI bleed, pneumomediastinum, and hypoxia.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of pneumonia, benign prosthetic hyperplasia, GI bleed, depression, intellectual disability, autism, spectrum disorder, urinary incontinence, osteopenia, sleep apnea, hyperthyroidism, peripheral venous insufficiency, bilateral cataract, history of peptic ulcer, cerebral palsy, hyperlipidemia, obsessive-compulsive disorder, and anxiety.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Not known.

MEDICATIONS: Alprazolam 0.25 mg two tablets twice a day, baclofen 20 mg three times daily, bumetanide, buspirone 30 mg, Cetaphil, colchicine, Constulose, finasteride, fluoxetine, ibuprofen, indomethacin, melatonin, mupirocin, nystatin, calcium, pantoprazole, polyethylene glycol, Senna, simvastatin 20 mg, Synthroid, tamsulosin, Tegaderm, vitamin D, ziprasidone, and Zyrtec

ALLERGIES: PRILOSEC, TAPE, and ADHESIVE.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not smoke cigarettes. Does not drink alcohol. Lives in the nursing home.

FAMILY HISTORY: Not available.

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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric and musculoskeletal system. I found out that he cannot open the right hand. He is complaining of pain all over.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/80, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, or edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert and awake, but disoriented. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Speech: No aphasia. No dysarthria. Hearing is good on both sides. Finger-to-nose, no dysmetria. There is no pronator drift. Tremor of the lip present. Right hand fingers are curled in cannot extend the fingers. Otherwise, motor strength is 4/5. Deep tendon reflexes 2/4. Plantar responses are flexor. Sensory system examination revealed presence of pinprick and vibratory sensation in both hands and feet.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 65-year-old right-handed Caucasian man whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problems:

1. Carpal tunnel syndrome on the right side.

2. Right radial nerve palsy.

3. Right ulnar nerve palsy.

4. Cerebral palsy.

5. Autism spectrum disorder.

6. Depression.

7. Anxiety.

8. Intellectual disability.

9. Agitation.

Right hand fingers curled in cannot extend the finger this can be due to radial nerve involvement or carpal tunnel syndrome. I would like to order EMG of the upper extremities. I would like to see him back in my office in three-months.
