Dear Dr. Strom:

This is a followup Mr. Vautrin with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in October.  Comes accompanied with daughter.  Very hard of hearing, hearing aids.  No hospital emergency room.  He has problems of lightheadedness on standing when he is doing house chores; however no syncope.  There is chronic nocturia and foaminess but no incontinence, infection, cloudiness or blood.
Review of System:  Otherwise, I did an extensive review of system being negative.
Medications:  I reviewed medications.  I will highlight low dose of Norvasc, beta-blockers, amiodarone, Eliquis, diuretics and magnesium replacement.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 192 previously 188 and blood pressure 120/60 right-sided sitting position, 110/50 standing.  No localized rales.  There is bradycardia irregular.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  Hard of hearing.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries from April, anemia 11.1, creatinine 1.9, which is still baseline and GFR 33 stage IIIB.  Normal sodium and upper potassium.  Normal acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Prior imaging small kidney on the right comparing to the left without obstruction or urinary retention.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Monitor upper potassium.  No need for phosphorus binders.  He does have postural blood pressure changes likely related to heart on medications.  He needs to follow with cardiology Dr. Mohan.  They might choose to decrease medicines.  He is symptomatic for that blood pressure drop.  He does have extensive atherosclerosis and prior screening testing for renal artery stenosis suggestive of bilateral disease.  At the same time blood pressure if anything runs low no invasive procedure recommended.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  We will see him back in six months.  Daughter is aware of the discussion, present in person.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
