Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:
This is a followup for Mr. Braman with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in October.  Today he clarifies to me that there is some family history of apparently renal cysts.  He does not know about parents or grandparents or brothers and sisters.  He mentioned that out of six kids, son died and there was some renal cyst.  One daughter alive, also apparently renal cyst and four other daughters unknown.  He presently has stable dyspnea.  Denies purulent material or hemoptysis.  Denies upper or lower gastrointestinal symptoms or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  Stable edema.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Coreg, Demadex, losartan, potassium and Farxiga.
Physical Examination:  Present weight is 281, previously 261 and blood pressure 141/73.  He is a tall and obese person.  Distant breath sounds.  No wheezes.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen, no tenderness.  Stable edema.  Decreased hearing.  Normal speech.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries from April, present creatinine 1.7 representing a GFR 39.  Normal sodium.  Upper potassium.  Normal bicarbonate, albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  No gross anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, not symptomatic.  No gross progression.  Chronic dyspnea from heart and lung abnormalities.  Does not use any oxygen at home.  He has large kidneys with cyst suggestive of polycystic kidney disease.  It is what he states about the two family members maybe with kidney disease that probably will confirm the diagnosis.  We offer him gene testing.  He states it was too expensive to afford.  We contacted one company Natera, which apparently was going to help and we obtain an oral swab today.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  We will monitor high potassium.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Other chemistries are stable.  Blood pressure fair.  Continue physical activity and salt restriction.  Continue to follow.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
