Dear Dr. Stack:
This is a followup for Maria with for chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in October.  Back surgeries six months ago at Midland, no complications.  Release in two days.  Still wearing a brace and a walker.  Activity improved, pain better.  Prior compromise of bowel and urine resolved.  She has chronic anesthesia problems taking longer to wake up from procedure but nothing severe.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight ARB, valsartan, Demadex and bisoprolol.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 142 and blood pressure 125/60.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia or pericardial rub.  No gross ascites.  No major edema.  Good spirits.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries February, creatinine 1.21 she has been as high as 1.57 and present GFR 47 stage III.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Low albumin.  Corrected calcium normal.  Does have however severe anemia 8.9 to be rechecked and normal white blood cell and platelets.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, diabetes and hypertension.  No gross progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Update chemistries.  Anemia probably from the fracture surgery.  Update iron studies, tolerating ARB.  Same other blood pressure medicines.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Other chemistries are stable.  Has received in the past intravenous iron.  Further advice to follow.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
