This is a history and physical examination on Timothy Hill.

This 67-year-old male comes for evaluation today. He does not smoke. Alcohol only socially. Denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: He has peripheral neuropathy and his legs feel heavy but no pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of benign prostatic hypertrophy for last several years. He is on Cialis 5 mg daily and also he has history of peripheral neuropathy for last 20 years it is idiopathic cause is not found yet.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother is 95 and healthy.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is 67-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 6 feet 1 inch tall, weighing 192 pounds, and blood pressure 141/75.
HEENT: Normocephalic.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Benign prostatic hypertrophy.

2. Peripheral neuropathy.

RECOMMENDATIONS: I will go ahead and draw CBC, CMP, lipids, and PSA. We also will send him a prescription for Cialis 5 mg daily and he needs a referral for colonoscopy so we will find a gastroenterologist in his plan and referred him for colonoscopy. Last colonoscopy was in about four years ago and he did have tubular adenoma and that is the reason for repeat colonoscopy.
