CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 60-year-old African American female who complained of chest pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient as noted is a 60-year-old female who reports a sensation of someone putting a rock on the right side of her chest. Symptoms have been present for approximately one and half years. The symptom of chest discomfort is improved with lying down. She has no symptom of shortness of breath. However, she has had dizziness. She noted that, at times, it feels like she will pass out. She has had no nausea or vomiting.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. Hypertension.

2. Depression.

3. Gastroesophageal reflux disease.

4. Menopause.

5. Allergic rhinitis.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Hysterectomy.

2. Tonsillectomy.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Fluoxetine 20 mg one daily.

2. Lisinopril 5 mg one daily.

3. Cetirizine 10 mg one daily.

4. Estradiol 0.05 mg patch b.i.d.

5. Omeprazole 20 mg one daily.

6. Fluoxetine 10 mg one daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Uncle died of myocardial infarction. Cousins died with breast cancer. A sister has diabetes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She denies cigarette smoking, alcohol, or drug use.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She reports recent weight gain.

HEENT: Eyes: She wears reading glasses. Nose: She has sneezing. Oral Cavity: She has bleeding gums.

Respiratory: She has dry cough.

Cardiac: She has chest pain.

Gastrointestinal: She has had constipation.

Neurologic: She has headache.

Psychiatric: She has nervousness and depression.

Hematologic: She has history of anemia.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 133/65, pulse 83, respiratory rate 20, height 54 inches, and weight 134 pounds.

Cardiac: Exam reveals a grade 2/6 systolic murmur radiating to the right carotid. Exam otherwise unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 83 bpm and otherwise unremarkable.

1. Chest pain.

2. Near syncope.

3. History of depression.

4. History of hypertension.

5. Gastroesophageal reflux disease.

PLAN:
1. Tilt table testing.

2. Stress test.

3. Echocardiogram.
4. Followup 2-4 weeks.
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
