Dear Dr. Sears:

Thank you for your referral.

This 90-year-old female comes for evaluation today. She is taking oral iron for anemia. However, her hemoglobin has not improved. Her last hemoglobin was 9.4 and hematocrit was 30.3. Her serum iron has been low so we have decided to give her trial of intravenous iron and see if she could tolerate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of severe anemia requiring blood transfusion altogether 7 units in later part of 2025. She also had endoscopy and colonoscopy, which were nondiagnostic.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 90-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 4 inches tall, weighing 145 pounds, and blood pressure 134/58.
Eyes/ENT: Showed pallor.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Iron deficiency anemia.

2. Cause unclear must be GI bleed either from GERD or from possible hemorrhoids.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give her Benadryl and then give her 1 g of IV intravenous iron and we will recheck it in two weeks.
