CC: Hospital and Skilled Care readmit note.
HPI: A 90-year-old female hospitalized with abdominal pain, which was diagnosed as gallbladder stones with acute cholecystitis and obstruction resulting in E. coli sepsis. The patient had acute respiratory and acute renal failure since resolved.
DIAGNOSES: Other diagnoses included aortic valve stenosis, HTN, The patient was discharged from Norman Regional Hospital and admitted to Brookwood Skilled Care on 03/24/2026. The patient underwent PT and OT, had supplemental O2 p.r.n.
MEDICATIONS: Medications on return to the facility are Tylenol ER 650 mg q.8h. p.r.n., Norvasc 5 mg b.i.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Zyrtec 10 mg q.d., losartan 25 mg q.d., meloxicam 7.5 mg q.d., MVI q.d., KCl 20 mEq q.d., Crestor 5 mg h.s., and Zoloft 50 mg q.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR and regarding home health the patient is opted to utilize focus on function and feels that she is capable of taking care of herself otherwise with the assistance of staff as needed.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert when seen in room. She is pleasant and cooperative. The patient states that when asked that she sleeps through the night does have some nocturia that awakens her. Her appetite is fairly good. No difficulty chewing or swallowing. Pain is managed with p.r.n. Norco. She has had no falls since her return.
Vital signs: Blood pressure 144/78, pulse 82, temperature 97, respiration 18, and O2 saturation 94%.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient is ambulating with a walker for distance and independently in her room. The patient has PT and OT that have followed her since she returned and she is at her baseline services will be tapered off to DC. Home health was discussed with the patient’s family and they are agreeable, unclear which home health will be started.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Status post hospitalization for sepsis related to acute cholecystitis due to cholelithiasis with obstruction. The patient had secondary renal and respiratory failure, which has since resolved. She is now back to ambulating independently as well as with walker when she needs one. Medications are effective in controlling blood pressure and alleviating pain.
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
