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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  Frist episode was in 2023 in March.  The patient was skiing in Arizona.  The patient was skiing, suddenly his ski flipped.  His head fell down.  The back of his head hit the snow.  The patient tells me that it was a significant fall.  Hit the back of the head and he had immediate head pain.  The patient has disorientation.  There is no loss of consciousness, bu he felt disorientation and dizziness.
The second episode was in October 2023, when he was in Fort Benning in Georgia.  The patient was having airborne training exercises.  The patient was on the ground for performing training.  The patient had repeated head blow while he was performing training.  The patient tells me that he hit the back of the head.  Again, the patient tells me that he had severe pain in the back of the head when he got hit.  However, there is no loss of consciousness.  He did felt some confusion and disorientation.
The patient currently has no TBI symptoms.  He denies any headaches.  He denies any confusion.  Denies any memory loss.
The patient is currently a student.  He felt his symptoms are not affecting him being a student.
