The patient was completely out of consciousness.  As a matter of fact, he had amnesia.  He tells me that he did not remember for several days after that what happened.  He did not remember anything.  The patient also had severe head pain, confusion and disorientation.  The patient tells me that he did not get any surgery.  There was no brain surgery.
Since the event, the patient had significant headaches on an everyday basis.  The patient has insomnia problems.  His memory became very poor.  Significant memory deficit.  The patient has now difficulty to find word.  The patient is word finding difficulties.  The patient difficulty with communication.  The patient has emotional spikes.  The patient also insomnia problems.
The patient currently working for Bayer Company.  The patient is a lab technician.  The patient is in manufacturing.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty with the memory.  He has difficulty following commands.  He will forget his task duties.  The patient is not able to follow commands well.  The patient has chronic headaches.  The headaches are significantly affecting his concentration and focus at work.  The patient also difficulty with emotions at work.  The patient also has word finding difficulties at work.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 2013 or 2014, the patient does not remember the exact date. The patient had complete amnesia for days.  He has severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation.  Since the event, the patient has significant memory deficit.  The patient has chronic headaches.  The patient has headache every day.  The patient has insomnia symptoms.  The patient also has word finding difficulties.  It is my opinion that chronic headaches, memory loss, memory problems, insomnia symptoms, sleep problems, word finding difficulties are all common signs and symptoms of the traumatic brain injury.
