CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 74-year-old African American female who complained of palpitations.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 74-year-old female who saw Dr. Tang approximately one week earlier and was found to have a murmur. The patient was further noted to have palpitations. She reports chest pain associated with her palpitations. She further has history of pulmonary embolism dating to 2024. However, she has had no exertional chest pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hiatal hernia.

2. Hypertension.

3. Pulmonary embolism.

5. Anemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Left total knee replacement.
2. She further describes having a procedure to burn a nerve.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN results in hives. SULFA results in hives. She apparently is allergic to LATEX.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father with diabetes and prostate cancer. He also had heart problems.

SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking, alcohol, or drug use.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: The patient has had weight gain.

HEENT: Eyes: She wears glasses. Oral Cavity: She has upper dentures. Throat: She is noted to have history of hyperthyroidism. She has had sore throat.

Neck: She has stiffness.

Respiratory: She has had asthma and wheezing.

Cardiac: She reports chest pain and palpitations.

Gastrointestinal: She has had nausea. She further reports hemorrhoids.

Musculoskeletal: She has low back pain and history of surgery.

Psychiatric: She has insomnia.

Endocrine: She has heat intolerance, cold intolerance, and hyperthyroidism.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 154/74, pulse 71, respiratory rate 18, height 64 inches, and weight 172.8 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 67 bpm and nonspecific ST/T-wave changes.

IMPRESSION: This is a 74-year-old female with history of palpitations. She is noted to have a murmur on examination. She further has history of pulmonary embolism and anemia.

PLAN: We will proceed with echocardiogram, EKG and stress testing. No further interventions are otherwise planned at this time.
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
