Dear Dr. Gaffney:
This is a followup visit for Mr. Searles with stage IV chronic kidney disease, type II diabetes and hypertension.  He is developmentally disabled and lives at Kilchermann Adult Foster Care in Edmore and he is accompanied by a caregiver from the home.  His weight is stable.  He is not talkative, but he does smile and nod his head when questions are asked and he is very, very cooperative.
Review of System:  Was completed with the caregiver and negative currently.
Medications:  I want to highlight Cardizem 120 mg daily and diabetes medications.  He is on the Flomax and dutasteride 0.5 mg daily for prostate.  He is on both Protonix and Pepcid maximum doses daily for reflux and other routine medications are unchanged.
Physical Examination:  Weight 152 pounds, pulse is 83 and blood pressure left arm sitting large adult cuff is 142/72.  Lungs are clear without rales, wheezes or effusion.  Heart is regular.  No murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  No peripheral edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done February 11, 2026.  Creatinine had increased to 3.09, estimated GFR was down to 21 and usual levels of 2.73 and 2.89 usually not as high as 3.09.  We checked with the home and they said he had recurrent diarrhea and so we asked if they would check labs a month later.  However, they have not done it yet, but they will be doing at this month.  His hemoglobin is 110, hematocrit 32 with normal white count and normal platelets.  Normal electrolytes.  Calcium is 9.3, albumin is 4.3, phosphors 4.4 and hemoglobin A1c is 6.6.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IV chronic kidney disease with higher creatinine in February.  They are going to repeat those labs this month and I sent a new lab order home and ask for monthly labs for now.

2. Type II diabetes very well controlled with hemoglobin A1c 6.6.

3. Hypertension just above the desired range so all routine medications will be continued and he will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
