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CHIEF COMPLAINT

Lump on the left cheek.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient is a 68-year-old male, chief complaint of lump in the left cheek.  The patient tells me that he has been having this lump progressively getting bigger for last two months.  It is located in left lower jaw.  The patient tells me that it is painful when he eats.  He feels there is some electrical feeling on that.  The patient tells me when he eats, there is electricity sensation down to the left jaw.  There is no hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.
NEUROLOGICAL EXAMINATION

CRANIAL NERVE EXAMINATION:  There is a lump on the left lower jaw.  It is tender to palpate.  There is no discharge.  There is no significant redness.  It is little tender to palpate.
IMPRESSION

Lump in the left lower jaw.  The patient described that it has been getting bigger for the last two months.  It is tender to touch.  The patient tells me that there some electrical sensation down to the left jaw when he is eating.

I am not certain of the etiology of this lump.  I suspect possibility include a cyst, infection, or parotitis.  The description that he has with electrical sensation down the left jaw may be it is involving the trigeminal nerve.  I suspect that this mass lesion is touching the trigeminal nerve.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnoses.

2. Recommend the patient to see oral dental surgeon for possible biopsy or resection.

3. Explained the patient I do not know the clear etiology of the mass lesions.

4. I explained to the patient that he might be having nerve symptoms from the trigeminal nerve.  It is nerve symptoms worsening, may consider carbamazepine 200 mg twice a day.
5. Also consider obtaining brain MRI, including the jaw, with and without contrast, to evaluate for these mass lesions.
