Dear Dr. Chebrolu:

Thank you for referring this patient.

This lady is 94-year-old. She does not smoke or drink. She is allergic to penicillin. She comes here because of her anemia.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient tells me that she has been anemic all her life almost for last 50 years. However, she was never evaluated.

She was recently hospitalized for congestive heart failure at the same time she had developed shingles. She is taking Lyrica and antiviral medications now.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes history of diabetes for last 50 years, history of hypertension for last 50 years, history of chronic kidney disease, history of coronary artery disease, and history of valvular heart disease I think she may have aortic stenosis.

Her recent lab showed her creatinine of 2.04, her EGFR was 22, her hemoglobin was 7.5, hematocrit was 23.6, MCV was 94, RDW was 13.2, and ruling out iron deficiency. She is on several medications, which includes Humulin she takes several units it is not listed here. She also takes hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg and tramadol 50 mg. She is also on Lasix 40 mg, gabapentin 100 mg, and Humulin she gets 70/30 22 units in the morning and 10 units at night. She is on telmisartan 80 mg. She also takes valacyclovir 1 gm, and diltiazem 240 mg extended release, and hydrocodone 5 mg.

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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: Very pleasant 94-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 1 inch tall, weighing 161 pounds, and blood pressure 135/56.

Eyes/ENT: Did show pallor.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Diminished air entry at the bases.

Heart: Showed systolic murmur.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: Minimal edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Severe anemia most likely from chronic kidney disease.

2. Chronic kidney disease from longstanding diabetes.

3. Diabetes mellitus type II.

4. Hypertension.

5. Valvular heart disease.

6. Coronary artery disease.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give her Procrit 40,000 units today. We will draw the blood to check CBC, hemoglobin A1c, CMP, TSH, iron, B12, and Epogen level. We also will check hemoglobin and electrophoresis at some point if above test are nondiagnostic.
