This is a history and physical examination on Ratilal Patel.

This 84-year-old male comes for evaluation today. He does not smoke or drink. Denies any allergies. He is fairly healthy.

SYMPTOMS: He complains of burning of the feet mostly at night for five to six months. 

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes for last 10 years, hypertension for last 10 years, history of hyperlipidemia, and history of kidney disease. The patient had appendectomy 60 years ago. He had cardiac evaluation 10 years ago for mild angina.

MEDICATIONS He is on several medications, which includes one aspirin 81 mg daily, B12 1000 mg daily, metformin 500 mg ER once a day, rosuvastatin 5 mg once a day, telmisartan 80 mg once a day, and vitamin D 5000 unit once a day.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is 84-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 4 inches tall, weighing 153 pounds, and blood pressure 143/58.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypertension.

2. Diabetes with peripheral neuropathy.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Possible degenerative joint disease with shoulder pain.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead draw CBC, hemoglobin A1c, CMP, lipids, and TSH. We will go ahead prescribe his current medications. We will see him in three months.
