HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he did not have traumatic brain injury during service.  He tells me that he had head injury before he was in the service.  Specifically when he was four years old, the patient was involved in a car accident.  The patient tells me that he was physically hit by car on the street.  The patient tells me that he got hurt.  He thinks he get hurt in the head.  Since then, he has been having lot of headaches.  I asked him if there was any head injury or trauma to the head during service.  The patient tells me that he did not.  However, the patient can get headaches if he has these symptoms.  The patient also has anxiety symptoms.
Currently, he has PTSD symptoms.  The patient’s headaches are 3 to 4 times a month.  The patient  has anxiety symptoms.  The patient also has insomnia symptoms.  The patient has sensitivity to light and sound.  It is affecting his daily function.
The patient is an electrician for the Navy as a contractor.  The patient tells me that his symptoms of headaches are affecting his job.  The patient tells me that he has difficulty concentrating and focus.
