The patient tells me that shockwave and blast cause him to have significant head pain.  The patient had instant confusion and disorientation.  The patient has migraine headaches.
Since the event, the patient has significant difficulty concentrating complete task.  The patient has mental fogginess.  The patient has slow thinking.  The patient has difficulty processing information.  The patient difficulty with stressful and complex situation.  The patient has difficulty to follow commands and instructions.  The patient also has dizziness.
The patient is currently working as a police officer.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are significantly affecting his job.  He has had significant short-term memory deficits.  The patient needs to repeat things a lot of people.  The patient has difficulty concentrate and focus.  The patient difficulty to repeat things.  The patient needed to repeat things a lot.  The patient will forget what people told him.  The patient also has dizziness, headaches, which also contributing and significantly affecting his job.
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
