This is a 65-year-old woman being seen for face-to-face evaluation today. She is at the end of her second benefit period going into her third benefit period. This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director.
Jacqueline is a 65-year-old, currently on hospice with combined systolic and diastolic congestive heart failure. She suffers from weight loss. She has hypertensive heart disease, atherosclerotic heart disease, cor pulmonale, COPD, peripheral vascular disease, chronic back pain with myelopathy, anxiety, depression, history of recurrent falls, obesity, and O2 dependency. The patient is currently on 2 liters of oxygen maintaining O2 saturation around 98%. Her MAC is at 30.5 cm given her weight loss of 8 to 10 pounds in the past four to six weeks. She currently has a PPS of 40%. She lives with her husband who states that the patient’s condition is getting worse. She is short of breath at all times especially at rest and worse with activity; this puts her at New York Heart Association Class IV. She sleeps at least 12 hours a day. She is tired, debilitated, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent given her severe shortness of breath. The patient also has symptoms of orthopnea and PND related to her congestive heart failure and cor pulmonale. She requires help with all ADLs and has bowel and bladder incontinence. Her shortness of breath is definitely getting worse per husband. She also requires pain medication to control her pain symptoms. Overall prognosis remains poor given her decline both mentally and physically. The patient continues to remain hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live given her natural progression of her disease.
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
