The patient is going into his third benefit period; currently, in second benefit period. This patient was seen for face-to-face evaluation, which will be shared with the hospice medical director as well.
This is a 69-year-old gentleman who is currently on hospice with history of COPD. He also suffers from comorbidities including pulmonary hypertension, cor pulmonale, hip pain, hypertension, osteoarthritis, neuropathy, and disc disease. He lives with his wife. The patient has a PPS of 40%. He is eating less 20% of his food; this has caused the L-MAC decline to 26.5 from 28. He belongs to New York Heart Association Class III. He suffers from air hunger. He is maintaining O2 saturation around 92 to 94% on supplemental oxygen of 2 to 3 liters. He requires neb treatments around the clock. He requires medication around the clock to control his pain with gabapentin and Norco. He is bowel and bladder incontinent and has ADL dependency. He complains of air hunger and anxiety related to his COPD and shortness of breath. Given natural progression and worsening of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live and continues to remain appropriate for hospice care at home at this time.
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
