Holter Report
The patient’s heart rate varied from 50 to 100 bpm. There were very, very rare single PVCs and there were very, very rare single PACs. The patient did report about eight times feeling skipped beats, but only one time the patient had a single PVC at the time of 8:14 p.m. while she was eating dinner. Other times, there was no correlation between PACs or PVCs with the symptom of skipped beats. The patient did not report any other symptoms.

Final Interpretation:

1. Very, very rare single PVCs.
2. Very, very rare single PACs.
3. Symptom of skipped beats feeling about eight times during the 24-hour monitor, but only one time a single PVC was accompanying this symptom of skipped beat.
4. The single PACs and single PVCs most of the time were not accompanied by symptom of skipped beat feeling.
5. No other significant abnormality noted.
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
