Thank you for this referral.

This 18-year-old female does not smoke or drink. Denies any drug allergies. She comes here for evaluation of recently discovered neutropenia.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient complains of weight loss of about 6 to 7 pounds in last two-months. She also says she is tachycardia at times pulse goes up to 160. She complains of fatigue. The patient recently had blood work, which showed WBC count of 3.7 the normal be 3.8 to 11.5 that is the reason for the referral.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: She has been very healthy. No other illnesses. 

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative for any hematological issues and any connective tissue disorders such as lupus.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 18-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 7 inches tall, weighing 111 pounds, and blood pressure 98/65.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.
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Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: Her WBC count is 2.7 differential is unremarkable. Her hemoglobin A1c 5.1 and TSH is 2.21.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Neutropenia.

2. History of weight loss.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will redo the CBC. We will check for ANA at this point I do not suspect any myelo lymphoproliferative disorder. We will make sure she does not have any connective tissue disorder such as lupus. The cause of weight loss is unclear also her tachycardia would just be anxiety nonetheless ones the lab is available we can make further recommendations.
