SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Danelle is a 43-year-old married female who has been in treatment for bipolar disorder. She reported that she has been doing good, sleeping good, and eating good. Attending going to exercise and also got a job at Henry Ford Moross in a patient care. She is quite happy and appropriate. Described medication is working and she does not want to make any changes in her medication. She has been on Lamictal 50 mg daily, Geodon 100 mg at bedtime, citalopram 10 mg daily, and melatonin 10 mg daily. She denies any side effect of the medication. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no suicidal or hemocidal thoughts. There is no auditory or visual hallucination or any persecutory delusion. She looks much calmer, pleasant, appropriate, and state that she is feeling much better. She has been doing well. She does not want to make any changes in the medication.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder, symptomatically stable.

PLAN: Continue with current plan. A 30 supply was ordered. Risk, benefit, and side effects are explained. The patient has not shown any symptoms of akathisia, tremors, dystonia, or dyskinesia.

PROGNOSIS: Fair to guarded.
