EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema, positive peripheral pulses.
A:
Diarrhea, hypertension, history of prostate cancer needing surgery and radiation, and recent right hip surgery.
P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  Advised the patient that he probably has radiation colitis causing liquid bowel movement and nothing more can be done other than eating more fiber and take Imodium as needed.  The patient’s wife is at bedside and understands.
