CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 61-year-old male with chest pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 61-year-old male who reports chest pain of one to two years’ duration. He reports pain as being persistent and achy pressure type in nature. Pain occurs intermittently at rest and exercise. It is rated 3/10 subjectively. The patient denies any associated symptoms of nausea or shortness of breath. However, he reports a fluttering sensation up to five to six times per day.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Back pain.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had non-Hodgkin’s lymphoma and pancreatic cancer; she died at age 59. Father had bladder and prostate cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies cigarette smoking, alcohol, or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He reports recent weight loss.

HEENT: Eyes: The patient reports watery eyes. Throat: He has had sore throat.

Cardiac: As per HPI.

Musculoskeletal: He has pathology and pain involving L4 and L5.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 138/72, pulse 79, respiratory rate 16, height 71 inches, and weight 176 pounds.

HEENT: The left cervical region demonstrates tender adenopathy to be present. The neck is noted to be significantly tender to palpation.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 83 bpm and is otherwise unremarkable.
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IMPRESSION:

1. Chest pain, unclear etiology.

2. Cervical adenopathy with tenderness.

3. History of back pain.

4. Palpitations.

PLAN:
1. CT of the neck with contrast.

2. Consider Zio Patch.

3. CBC and Chem-20.

4. Echocardiogram and stress test.
5. Followup four weeks post testing.
