Dear Sirs at Saginaw VA:

This is a followup for Mr. Langlois with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit a year ago.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Some weight loss.  Constipation, nocturia, edema and hard of hearing.
Review of System:  Done extensively.  Seeing endocrinology Dr. Panchal.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight new medication Prandin, Trulicity, off the glyburide, for blood pressure prazosin, Diovan, nitrates, beta-blockers and Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure in the low side 104/60, at home 115/60 and weight 193, which is down.  Accompanied with wife.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine improved a year ago 1.85 presently 1.65 although baseline used to be 1.2 and 1.3.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Blood pressure if anything now on the low side but not symptomatic.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Potassium in the upper side, we will keep an eye on that.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Iron levels appropriate.  Prior phosphorus not elevated.  Prior urine sample proteinuria but no blood or inflammatory process.  Check blood pressure at home before we adjust on any medications.  Blood test every three months.  Come back on the next six to nine months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
