Dear Annu:
This is a followup Mr. Lobsinger with renal transplant unrelated anonymous donor at Grand Rapids 2024 January.  Last visit September.  Has developed diarrhea.  Workup in progress.  No bleeding.  There was some degree of dehydration, but he is pushing more oral intake.  Creatinine improved to 2.6 down to 1.6, which is baseline.  He takes transplant medication that will also potentially explain that.  No nausea, vomiting or abdominal pain.  Has enlargement of the prostate.  Went to see Dr. Mills urology.  Cystoscopy done.  They are advising laser treatment.  He is going to think about it.  He spends most of the time in the Upper Peninsula.  Uses well walker and he is concerned that that might be a source of the diarrhea.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight the Myphortic and long-acting tacro, cholesterol management and new medication Flomax.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 164 and blood pressure 117/76.  Slender.  Mild decreased hearing.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are distant clear.  Denies present smoking alcohol.  No pericardial rub.  No kidney transplant tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries March, creatinine 1.7, which still is baseline.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  Living unrelated kidney transplant already two years and CKD stage III stable.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Present GFR of 42 stage IIIB.  High risk medication immunosuppressant.  Has proteinuria but likely representing his native kidneys, goal tacro 4 to 8 he is 5.6.  New problems of diarrhea.  No acute abdomen could be from well water from effect of medication Myphortic.  I have nothing to suggest like PMB colitis, which will be more inflammatory process, not secretary that he describes like plain water.  In the differential diagnoses will include Jardiance and others.  You are doing the workup.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
