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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that since he was in basic training, throughout his military career, the patient had traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that since he was in basic training, he was trained to drive a military tank.  He tells me that he was driving a tank and then he got promoted to the loader and then he became gunner on the tank.  The patient tells me that every time there was gun firing from the tank, there was sonic boom.  The patient tells me that he had numerous sonic boom affecting his head.  The patient tells me that when he had the sonic boom, he states it caused him to have traumatic brain injury.  The patient, however, states that he has never had any physical injury to the head.  There is no loss of consciousness.  There was no physical impact to the head.
The patient apparently has PTSD.  The patient tells me that he was diagnosed with PTSD.  The patient has memory deficits, headaches, migraine headaches, confusion, decrease in concentration, insomnia symptoms, and agitation symptoms.
The patient tells me that he was diagnosed with PTSD very early on.  The patient was not previously diagnosed with traumatic brain injury.
The patient tells me that these symptoms were affecting his job before.  The patient tells me that he had difficulty remembering.  His memory is very poor.  The patient has difficulty concentrating and focus at his work.
It is my opinion that his symptoms are likely due to PTSD.  I believe that a lot of symptoms are due to PTSD and not from traumatic brain injury.

It is my opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 1986, the patient was in basic training.  The patient was a military tank driver.  The patient tells me that he suffered from traumatic brain injury from the sonic boom from the firing of the canon in the tank.  The patient, however, tells me that he did not have any head injury.  There is no physical damage.  There is no loss of consciousness.  Now majority symptoms including headache, loss of concentration, difficulty to focus, low mood, it is my opinion that these likely signs and symptoms from the the PTSD.  It is my opinion that these symptoms are due to the PTSD and not from traumatic brain injury.
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
