HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  In 1994, the patient was in Hawaii.  The patient tells me that he fell down on the side of a mountain range.  He fell approximately height of the six-story high.  The patient tells me that it was at night during exercise training.  As he was falling down the mountain, the patient hit the back beneath the head.  The patient hit the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  He did not know how long he was out of consciousness.  The patient tells me that when he woke-up, the patient had severe head pain, confusion and disorientation.  The patient caring on with exercise training.
In 1996, the patient was in Fort Hood, Texas.  The patient tells me that he was in the artillery training.  The patient was training for mortar rounds.  They were training for explosions.  The patient was running with the rounds.  The patient was in the breezeway.  The patient hit his head against some object.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient does not know how long he was out of consciousness.  When he woke-up, the patient had severe pain, confusion and disorientation.  The patient had severe head pain.  The patient was hospitalized for head injury for 2 to 3 days.  The patient was in the hospital for 2 to 3 days.
Since these events, the patient had chronic headaches.  The patient headache in the back of the head.  The patient has neck pain.  The patient tells me the top of the head; is also painful.  The patient tells me that it is throbbing.  His neck is very stiff.  The patient also has significant anxiety, tense anxiety symptoms.  The patient is very tensed.  The patient is stressed.  The patient is angry at people a lot.
