Brenda is a 69-year-old woman, currently on hospice with a history of chronic obstructive pulmonary disease, being recertified. She has lost weight. She is ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. She also suffers from congestive heart failure, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, osteoarthritis, anemia of chronic kidney disease, iliac aneurysm, dyspnea, atherosclerotic heart disease, and chronic lower extremity edema. She has a PPS score of 40%. She lives with her family member. The patient requires nebulizer treatments on a regular basis. The patient is maintaining her O2 sat above 92% without oxygen. She has oxygen available to her that she uses at nighttime. Her weight loss has caused a MAC of 35.6. She is very fatigued. She has chronic pain. She has a history of tobacco abuse, continues to smoke and has refused all modalities to stop smoking. She has had hospitalization because of exacerbation of COPD, requiring antibiotics and steroids to relieve her symptoms. Her appetite is down, eats about 50% of her meals. She has a high risk of falls because of her activity and increased weakness and debility.
Overall prognosis remains poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
