Mr. Toran was seen for a face-to-face evaluation today. This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. Mr. Toran is currently in his second benefit period from 02/10/2026 to 05/10/2026.
This is a 78-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of COPD, weight loss, MAC of 19.0, on 2.5 liters of oxygen maintaining O2 saturation at 94%, weak, short of breath, and decreased appetite. The patient lives with a friend. He is quite weak and debilitated. He is ADL dependent and has bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient also suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition, gastroesophageal reflux, BPH, chronic kidney disease, low back pain, radiculopathy, hypertension, dyskinesis, and dysphagia. The patient’s blood pressure today was elevated at 175/95; he states it is because he has not taken his medication yet this morning. He feels weak. He is shaky. He is slightly confused. He has a PPS of 40%. He is short of breath at rest and with any type of activity. He also suffers from anxiety and air hunger related to his COPD. His shortness of breath puts him at NYHA Class IV. The patient is sleeping at least 12-14 hours a day. He has decreased appetite. He has bouts of dysphagia as well as aspiration, has high risk of fall. Continues to show decline both mentally and physically. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. Continues to remain hospice appropriate at this time.
Review of the records by the way indicates that the patient’s blood pressure is much better when he takes his medication on a regular basis. He is also complaining of increased cough, congestion, and discolored sputum that he may benefit from a course of antibiotic, which will be reported to the medical director as well and continuation of his protein shakes for supplementation of his protein-calorie malnutrition and weight loss.
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
