Dear Dr. Wilson:
This is a followup for Mr. Spray with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and prior left-sided nephrectomy.  Last visit in October.  Weight and appetite stable.  Loose stools, no bleeding this is chronic.  No changes in urination.
Review of System:  I did an extensive review of system being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice lisinopril, Norvasc and beta-blockers.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 229 stable and blood pressure 128/70 on the left-sided.  He is tall and slender person.  Decreased hearing.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No gross edema.
Labs:  Chemistries April, creatinine 1.4, which is baseline for a GFR of 50 stage III.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Prior nephrectomy.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Tolerating ACE inhibitors.  There is no anemia.  No EPO treatment.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  No need to change diet for potassium or bicarbonate.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Same medications.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
