Dear Dr. Stack:

This is a post hospital followup for Mr. Robert Smith acute on chronic renal failure prerenal state.  Off HCTZ, Lasix, lisinopril, metformin and was also off glimepiride.  Did not require dialysis.  History of hepatocellular cancer, post radiation.  Has not tolerated tyrosine kinase inhibitors.  He is hard of hearing.  No vomiting.  No diarrhea.  No bleeding.  No changes in urination.  Has nocturia, insomnia, chronic edema and chronic dyspnea.  No gross orthopnea or PND.
Review of System:  Done.  He follows University of Michigan for the liver problem.  He already mentioned to them does not want to retry those medications.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight beta-blockers and torsemide.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 187 this is higher than baseline and blood pressure in the 140s/70.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Obesity tympanic.  No ascites.  No edema nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries from April, creatinine 1.8 representing a GFR 34 stage IIIB.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Recent anemia 10.2.
Assessment and Plan:  Advanced renal failure variable kidney function.  Presently no symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Back on diuretics.  Off ACE inhibitors.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Underlying hepatocellular cancer.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Off tyrosine kinase inhibitors.  Continue to monitor.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
